The article deals with the research of mechanisms of the language representation of the modern linguistic conceptual
space — the precedent world BLACK LIVES MATTER. The analysis of the dynamic indirect integration of actual components
of social and cultural consciousness into linguistic and cultural space through actual social and cultural context plays the vital
role in the research of the complex process of deep meaning formation of the English-speaking world cultural concept.
Also it is crucial to reveal different accentuation stages of elements associated with a definite precedent phenomenon.
The issue of formation of the universal space of understanding the concept’'s meaning within the aspect of the precedent
cultural text creation, relevant for all members of this linguistic and cultural community, needs further in-depth study in
the frames of cognitive, communicative and functional linguistics. The relevance of this research is caused by the need to
build culture-centered models of the basic metaconcepts language representation which determine the individual outlook
and worldview, and also condition potential interpretation of mental neoplasms in American picture of the world. The aim
of the article is to analyze language representations of collective and individual axiological and ideological components
of the concept BLACK LIVES MATTER in American mass media. The work attempts to research the origin of the concept
and dynamics of progress of all its semantic projections.
