In recent decades, the transnational culture of memory has attracted the attention of an increasing number of scholars.
Showing different views on something in common, it is not limited to national contexts and involves a reassessment of his-
torical events and personalities. Thus, considering memory from a transnational perspective seems extremely important
for understanding our past and present. Literature plays an important role in the process of transnationalization of memory,
showing how communities of memory migrate and how transnational cultures of memory are formed.

The article analyzes the cognitive value of the concept of transnationality for the research of cultures of memory, and
also shows the manifestation of the transnational culture of memory in the book "Vielleicht Esther" by the modern Ger-
man-speaking writer of Ukrainian origin Katja Petrowskaja. It is noted that, by connecting individual history with broad
social development, which includes history, catastrophes and traumas of the 20th century, the novel involves a collision
of her own (post)memory with the reader's (post)memory, resulting in the integration of the national memory into transna-
tional. A special place in the novel is occupied by the topic of the Holocaust, where the postmemory of the author, breaking
away from the Soviet policy of silence, crosses temporal, national, cultural and linguistic boundaries and engages readers
in reflection and dialogue. An integral element of the author's postmemorial narrative is multilingualism, where, in particu-
lar, the German language plays an important role in distancing the author from her origin and allows her to write not from a
victim’s point of view, but from a universal perspective. Thus, K. Petrowskaja's book asserts a transnational type of mem-
ory that overcomes physical and metaphysical borders, as well as the distinction between victims and criminals, between
one's own and others, etc. With her novel, the author not only built a bridge to a past unknown to her, but also brought
this past to the transnational level, thereby establishing a potential dialogue within her generation and with the next ones.
