Educational models constantly adapt in response to global social changes. The societal life has undergone significant
changes as a result of the emergence of Internet and the introduction of information technologies into the educational pro-
cess. As a new type of education, distance education has a number of advantages for both the educational institution and
students. Distance education has become especially relevant during the pandemic. However, after it ended, a tendency to
restore face-to-face education began to appear in Ukraine in the regions where it is possible. The return to the traditional
format is taking place despite hostilities, frequent air alarms, missile attacks. This is probably because distance education,
despite a number of advantages, also has significant disadvantages.

We conducted a theoretical analysis of the advantages and disadvantages of distance education, and then, using a
survey, found out which of them are important for students. 50 surveyed students of the lvan Franko National University
of Lviv consider the following advantages of distance education to be important: the opportunity to get an education for
those with health issues and for those who work; saving money; visualization of educational material; use of audio and
video technologies; development of self-education skills; comfortable learning pace, etc. However, distance education has
significant disadvantages: issues due to poor Internet; social isolation; fatigue and nervousness from constant work with
technology; lack of technical equipment; vision problems, etc. The majority of surveyed students (46%) have a negative
attitude to distance education, 36% have a positive, and 18% ambivalent attitude. Students have a much better attitude
to face-to-face education. 38% perceive it positively, 34% — ambivalently, 28% — negatively. In our opinion, a compromise
between face-to-face and distance education can be blended learning, which combines lessons at the university and work
in the virtual learning environment. 84% of students perceive it positively, 4% ambivalently, only 12% have a negative
attitude. As a result of the research, we came to the conclusion that in the post-pandemic period educators should use a
blended form of education, because it allows to use the advantages of distance education and at the same time avoid its
disadvantages.
