The article considers the Gothic novel as a multidimensional cultural and literary phenomenon, which has undergone
numerous transformations and reinterpretations since its inception in the late 18th century. Gothic aesthetics are presented
as a flexible genre and symbolic tool capable of adapting to different historical eras, social contexts, and cultural needs.
From medieval castles, ancestral curses, and supernatural events in the works of Horace Walpole and Ann Radcliffe to the
psychological depth in the prose of Mary Shelley, Robert L. Stevenson, Shirley Jackson, and Patricia Highsmith, Gothic
demonstrates its ability to express the most acute cultural anxieties of its time.

Particular attention is paid to the architectonics of space and the symbolism of Gothic narratives, which evolved from
claustrophobic interiors and ruined estates to urban landscapes and the inner labyrinths of the human psyche. Space in
Gothic literature appears as a mirror of psychological, moral, and social conditions, and characters appear as carriers of
cultural archetypes and transgressive impulses. The book reveals how, throughout the 19th and 20th centuries, Gothic
motifs were integrated into related genres: science fiction, detective stories, modernist prose, Southern Gothic, feminist
literature, and postmodern metafiction.

A separate section is devoted to the reception of the Gothic tradition in Ukrainian literature. Writers Valery Shevchuk,
Oksana Zabuzhko, and representatives of late Soviet prose use Gothic tropes for artistic exploration of historical memory,
cultural trauma, and postcolonial identity. Thus, Gothic appears not only as a horror genre, but as a universal cultural lan-
guage capable of revealing the oppressed, marginalized, and forgotten.

As a result, the Gothic novel is interpreted as a dynamic intertextual discourse that has not only retained its relevance
but has also become one of the key forms of literary modernity and cultural reflection.
