The article examines biological, psychological, social, and cultural aspects of human aging, as well as contemporary
approaches to old age conceptualization in the scholarly discourse. It is emphasized that the traditional understanding of
old age has been primarily associated with physical changes, illnesses, and social isolation, whereas recent concepts,
such as the “third age” and “successful aging,” highlight the opportunities for self-realization, active social participation, and
creative development in later life. A particular attention is paid to the philosophical dimensions of aging, including historical
perceptions of old age in Antiquity, the Middle Ages, and the Renaissance. The analysis of literary gerontology demon-
strates that literary texts not only reflect the processes of aging but also reinterpret the meanings of life while illuminating
the impact of social and cultural factors on the condition of older people. A special emphasis is placed on cultural geron-
tology as an interdisciplinary field that investigates how cultural narratives, artistic practices, and media discourse shape
social perceptions of aging and, at the same time, open up new perspectives for its positive interpretation. The article also
addresses the socio-legal and demographic dimensions of aging, including the role of the pension provision, healthcare,
and social interaction in ensuring the quality of life in later years.

Further study of aging should take into account an interdisciplinary approach, combining medical, social, psychological,
philosophical and cultural research, which will provide a more complete understanding of this phenomenon. The combi-
nation of these approaches allows us to analyze the concept of "old age" not as a monolithic or problematic state, but as
a dynamic phenomenon.
