The article examines the semantic component of the YOUTH concept. The research is based on the analysis of lexi-
cographic sources analysis. The article examines the concept YOUTH as a fundamental and fragmentary unit within the
English linguistic worldview. In the course of the research, the lexical representations associated with the key lexeme youth
were systematized, and the internal semantic components constituting its conceptual meaning were identified. The study
establishes that the semantic structure of the lexeme youth is organized around the core components period, termination,
development, state, process, puberty, and growing up. Hence, the core of the YOUTH concept is defined by the following
stable (invariant) features: youth is a temporal interval (period); youth is a state during which transformations take place;
youth encompasses development and acquisition of new qualities.

Within the framework of the cognitive paradigm, the analysis of the YOUTH concept served as the theoretical basis for
constructing its hypothetical conceptual model. As a result, a basic structural model of the concept was outlined, revealing
its two complementary aspects: the quantitative and the qualitative one.

The quantitative aspect of the concept, represented by the components period and termination, captures its temporal
and spatial parameters, reflecting the linearity of time — and namely, a finite time span (seme termination) during which
significant personality transformations occur. The duration of this stage is determined by the transition from childhood or
adolescence to adulthood, marking the culmination of physical, spiritual, psychological, and emotional maturation char-
acteristic of a fully developed individual. This interrelation highlights the intrinsic connection between the quantitative and
qualitative facets of the concept.

The qualitative aspect of the YOUTH concept reveals not only the external transformations of an individual but also
the acquisition of experience, personality development, psychological reframing, and self-improvement. This component
embodies the uniqueness of the concept’s semantic structure, reflecting the individual’s perception of personal growth,
self-identification, and awareness of distinctiveness.
