The article investigates the phenomenon of typological hybridity of conceptual metaphor in U.S. presidential inaugural
addresses as a manifestation of dynamic cognitive interaction among different metaphor types in political discourse. The
aim of the study is to identify the mechanisms of simultaneous activation of ontological, orientational, and structural met-
aphors within a single metaphorical expression and to describe stable models of their interaction. The research material
consists of U.S. inaugural speeches selected for their representativeness of metaphorical patterns.

The methodology combines conceptual analysis, cognitive-discursive modeling, and contextual interpretation. Based
on the empirical data, three stable models of typological hybridity are identified: ontological-structural, ontological-orien-
tational, and triadic. The first model demonstrates how ontological metaphor performs a concept-forming function, while
structural metaphor organizes the conceptual domain through a scenario of conflict. In the second model, ontological
metaphor constructs an agentive image of abstract political institutions, whereas orientational metaphor imposes a spatial
hierarchy that conceptualizes power relations. The third model integrates ontological, orientational, and structural meta-
phors into a unified configuration, enabling multi-level interpretation through reification, spatial organization, and scenar-
io-based framing.

The findings indicate that conceptual metaphors in political discourse do not function as isolated typological units
but rather as interconnected cognitive configurations. Typological hybridity is thus interpreted as a systemic property of
conceptual metaphor that enhances its pragmatic potential in shaping ideological narratives, legitimizing authority, and
mobilizing public perception. The study supports a dynamic view of metaphor as a flexible mechanism of political concep-
tualization and challenges the traditional classification of metaphor types as static and mutually exclusive.
