The article presents a comprehensive analysis of the diachronic development and semantic dynamics of the macro-
concept Earth within the English linguistic and cultural tradition. The relevance of the study lies in the need for a systematic
interpretation of natural-world concepts as key components of the linguistic worldview, reflecting the evolution of cultural,
philosophical, and scientific perceptions. The aim of the research is to identify the principal stages of formation, transfor-
mation, and functioning of the macroconcept Earth across different historical periods of the English language, from the Old
English era to the present day. The methodological framework integrates the tools of cognitive linguistics, conceptual anal-
ysis, etymological investigation, and corpus-based approaches, enabling a multidimensional examination of the semantic
structure of the concept, its figurative component, and its axiological features. The research material includes texts of
various genres and epochs, such as Old English and Middle English sources, religious and philosophical writings, literary
works, as well as contemporary scientific and publicistic discourse. The findings demonstrate that the macroconcept Earth
undergoes consistent semantic transformations, shifting from a mythopoetic and sacred image of Earth as a maternal
element and material foundation of existence to a scientifically rationalised and ecologically oriented understanding of the
planet in modern discourse. Particular attention is given to the role of conceptual metaphors in shaping cultural scenarios
of human—Earth interaction, as well as to the influence of sociocultural factors on changes in evaluative and symbolic lay-
ers. The results confirm the multidimensional nature of the macroconcept Earth and its significance for reconstructing the
English linguistic worldview and analysing contemporary cultural and ecological narratives.
